	Context

	Connection to Gatsby

	Connection to Modern Society through Research
	Information/ideas are presented in a consistently concise manner, strongly connecting research findings to contemporary society.  A strong sense of wholeness is conveyed.  Conclusion leaves the audience with a strong sense of closure. 
	Important ideas and information are adequately identified for the audience.  Information/ideas are presented in a logical sequence with few lapses in making connections between research and today’s society.  Closing effectively summarizes the presentation.

	Commands audience politely using eye contact, making sure audience is ready.  Can be heard by all members of audience without assistance.  Uses visual aid as guide or outline for speaking. Consistently maintains eye contact.
	Makes sure audience is ready before starting.  May need reminders from audience to speak up; generally consistent, maintains eye contact, minimizes reliance on notes.
	Makes occasional eye contact, makes few attempts to command audience; may start speaking before audience is ready.  Needs reminders from audience to speak up.  Mostly reads from notes.

	Digital Media Aids

	Speech Outline & Works Cited
	Outline is exceptional. No formatting or grammatical errors. Talking points are clear. Evidence of research is apparent.

Works Cited includes all necessary sources. There are no errors in the formatting of the Works Cited page.
	Outline is adequate. Few formatting and/or grammatical errors. Not all talking points are clear. Evidence of research may not be apparent in all sections.

Works Cited is mostly properly formatted but may have a few errors. All sources are cited and relevant.
	Outline is incomplete and may be missing elements. Many formatting and/or grammatical errors. Evidence of research is missing or incomplete. 

Works Cited may be incomplete (missing sources). Some sources may not be relevant. Works Cited page has many errors in formatting.
	Outline incomplete or missing. Does not include all elements. Many formatting and/or grammatical errors that interfere with understanding. No evidence of research.
Works Cited is incomplete (missing many sources). Many errors in the formatting.
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
